I reprobate all their gimmicks. They are perfectly suited 

for the synagogue of Satan. They have no place in the 

church of Christ. 

 

Saints attend the worship services of their church 

because they love Christ. They therefore desire every 

opportunity to corporately worship Christ, hear the gospel 

of Christ, and fellowship with the saints of Christ. The 

frequency with which they attend will be a fair indication 

of how much they desire to learn of Christ and fellowship 

with His saints. They will not be "forsaking the 

assembling of ourselves together, as is the manner of 

some" (Hebrews 10:25). Those who do not attend, apart 

from providential hindrance, are evidencing by their 

absence that they would rather be present somewhere else, 

be doing something else, be with someone else.
