BE MINDFUL OF THIS  

(Romans 12:16-18) 

 

Our flesh finds it is easy to get frustrated with brethren, and 

easy to give up on them. It takes grace to bear long with 

them, and to suffer a wrong. Without the grace of God, it 

inevitably leads to division. Is it any wonder then why Paul 

wrote much to the churches on the fruits of the spirit that 

speak of peace, longsuffering (Gal 5:22) and forgiving one 

another (Eph 4:32)? Perhaps you have been wronged or 

think a brother is coming along too slowly to be a child of 

grace worthy of your time. Remember that God is the Lord. 

“Who art thou that judgest another man's servant? to his 

own master he standeth or falleth. Yea, he shall be holden 

up: for God is able to make him stand” (Rom 14:4). 

 

Moreover, “Let not him that eateth despise him that eateth 

not” (Rom 14:3). Oh that we would receive that word 

through the understanding of the gospel. Would to God we 

would apply that to how the body hears and feeds upon 

Christ, knowing it’s the Lord who gives the hearing ear and 

the appetite. And he gives grace to hear as much or as little 

as pleases him according to his measure of faith. “For God 

is able to make him stand”. Remember that if we have 

understanding, it is God who gave it to us (Phil 3:15-16). It 

is God who grows us according to the hearing of faith. And 

he will use the differences in the body to grow us all in 

love. Be mindful of this. Be patient and love one another as 

you walk by faith in Christ your salvation.
