A More Sure Word of Prophesy
2 Peter 1:18-19

The apostle Peter was recounting being an “eyewitness to the majesty
of the Lord Jesus Christ,” on the mount of transfiguration and, of
hearing God almighty say, “this is my beloved Son in whom, I am well
pleased.”
